A Brief History
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On May 23, 1923, the Rev. S. K. Emurian on behalf of Norfolk Presbytery, visited the public school in Zuni, Virginia. It was noted that there was no other Church in the area and that the local residents were holding meetings in the Macabee Hall. These meetings were being conducted by James IV. Powell; a local resident; along with R. L. Crumpler and Mrs. J Y Nicholson. On May 27th, Rev. Emurian was invited to preach at the ,weekly Sunday night prayer meeting with about 100 people in attendance. On September 2nd,  the first Sunday school was held with about 50 people attending. The Church was known at this time as the Zuni Mission. Within 6 months attendance had increased to 120.

On October 7, 1923, a building committee was established to consider ways for building the first church. $6,000 was pledged within 6 months and land was donated by J. M. Darden of Suffolk, Virginia. On January 13, 1924; the first Women’s Auxiliary was organized with 35 members divided into three circles. In April, 1924, a petition; signed by 50 members of the Zuni Mission was presented to Norfolk Presbytery, requesting organization of a church to be known as Bethany Presbyterian Church. On May 4th, a commission from the Presbytery organized the church 'with 57 charter members. The first elders were J. M. Bowden, YV. T. Hall (first Clerk of Session), R. A Horne (first Treasurer), Lee IV. Morton, Jr., James YV. Powell and A C. Thomas.
